Backing Up the Single-user ProjectPAK Database

Everything you enter into ProjectPAK is stored in the ProjectPAK database.  Protect this valuable asset by backing it up daily.  We recommend taking 5 separate back-ups, one for each day of the week.  That way, a database problem that goes undetected for a couple of days will not corrupt your only backup.  It is critical that the backup not be stored on your hard drive in case of a hard drive crash.  We also recommend that you keep a fairly recent backup off site to protect you from fire or weather-related damage.

Backing up your database protects you from:

· Viruses

· Theft

· Mistakenly deleted information

· Hard disk crashes

· Hard disk surface errors

· Corrupted databases that cannot be opened or fixed

· Damage caused by flooding, high winds, or fire.

Should you ever need to restore a corrupted database file, make sure you restore it to the correct location on your hard drive.  For a PC running Windows Vista 7/8 or 10, the location is:  C:\ProgramData\TradeSoft\ProjectPAK\engine.db. For a PC running XP, the location is: C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Application Data\TradeSoft\ProjectPAK\engine.db.  
Important:  In order to include your ProjectPAK database on your system wide backup, make sure that ProjectPAK is shut down prior to running your nightly backup.
